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FBI raids on the homes of three Chester, Pa., city officials of Pakistani descent appear to have
turned up little of significance, law enforcement officials said yesterday.

The raids were conducted Monday by about 30 FBI SWAT team members, some in protective
biohazard suits, who jumped from black sport utility vehicles and rushed the homes with
battering rams. They set up decontamination tents for hazardous materials, but sources said
they did not find any equipment used to grow or process anthrax bacteria.

Chester Health Commissioner Irshad Shaikh, 39, said he answered the FBI's questions but has
"no idea" what the agents were looking for when they searched the three-story home he shares
with his brother, Masood Shaikh, who works in the city's lead abatement program.

"They came and asked some questions and I cooperated fully,” Shaikh said in a telephone
interview.

The agents, armed with search warrants obtained under seal in federal court, took away a few
green garbage bags of possessions, neighbors said. FBI officials declined to specify what was
seized, saying the materials were still being analyzed.

The third Chester official, city accountant Asif Kazi, 39, lives in a brick row house a few blocks
from the Shaikh brothers. He said the FBI asked him about anthrax and other biological agents
and swabbed areas of his home.

Kazi added that the agents told him he had been seen dumping a cloudy liquid on the ground
behind his home and handing a silver canister to someone. The liquid, Kazi told the Associated
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Press, was soapy water from a clogged sink, and the canister was a food dish.

Kazi's wife, Palwasha Jalawam, 38, told the AP she was cooking breakfast when armed agents
broke down the door and held her at gunpoint. Among other items, she said, agents seized her
prescription for Cipro, an antibiotic she takes to treat endometriosis. Cipro is also used for
treating anthrax infections.

Kazi denied any wrongdoing but said agents took away his financial records, medicines and
computer. He also said he has been subpoenaed to appear before a grand jury today.

Shaikh, who graduated from medical school in Pakistan and is a part-time instructor at the
Johns Hopkins School of Hygiene and Public Health in Baltimore, did not criticize the agents.

"I think the FBI was doing its job very professionally,”" he said, adding, "They can come in the
house any time they want."”

Linda Vizi, a spokeswoman for the FBI in Philadelphia, said she could not disclose what
prompted the raid. "Nobody is charged, nobody is under arrest," she said, adding, "I cannot say
anything. It's a sealed warrant, it's an ongoing investigation."”

Two law enforcement officials, speaking on the condition of anonymity, said the raid was
prompted by specific information that was solid enough for the FBI to obtain search warrants
but that did not appear to have been borne out.

"It looked promising, but I don't think anything is going to come of it," one official said.

The three men were described by colleagues as diligent employees who work long hours, are
devoted to their jobs and are well liked by their co-workers.

"There's never been a concern, never a complaint, never a reason for them to be suspected of
any wrongdoing," said Dominic Pileggi, mayor of Chester, a city of 37,000 about 15 miles south
of Philadelphia.

Robert Kambic, who teaches a course in public health with Shaikh at Johns Hopkins, described
his colleague as "very professional."

Shaikh, who holds a master's degree and doctorate in public health from Johns Hopkins, "would
never be involved in anything that would harm the public health," Kambic added.

Chester City Council member Monir Ahmed, who said he works closely with Kazi on budget
issues, described him as a "family man, spiritual in his beliefs and dedicated to his work." He
said Irshad Shaikh is a "tremendous human being" who has worked hard to obtain state grants
to prevent violence and promote sexual abstinence among teenagers.

Ahmed said he worries that the current "environment of paranoia in this country"” about people
of Middle Eastern descent may be at the root of the investigation of the three men.

Despite the praise from city officials, Gloria Campbell, who lives with her husband and five
young children next door to Kazi, is concerned for her family's safety. She said the Kazi family,
who moved in last summer, are "very nice people" and "mannerly." But after watching federal
agents aim a battering ram at their house yesterday, Campbell said she was "up all night
afraid, because I don't know what to think now."

And some residents are angry that the FBI would not give more information about the
investigation. "I think we deserve answers," said Elizabeth Williams, who lives across the street
from the Shaikh house. "It's an unjustice to us when the FBI says they don't have to tell us
what's out here.”

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FBI investigators believe that the key to finding a culprit in last fall's anthrax attacks may be
found in central New Jersey, law enforcement officials said yesterday.

The FBI and the U.S. Postal Inspection Service plan to hold a news conference in Trenton, N.J.,
today to appeal for help from the public and announce a doubling of the reward in the case to $
2.5 million, officials said. All of the four spore-laden letters obtained by authorities were
postmarked at a Trenton postal distribution facility.

FBI investigators, stymied by a lack of forensic evidence and slow progress in identifying the
source of the deadly spores, hope that a high-profile appeal in New Jersey will shake loose
information that could lead to a much-needed break in the case, officials said.

"This is a targeted effort toward central New Jersey," one FBI official said. "Investigators and
others associated with the case continue to believe that whoever did this has a relationship with
central Jersey, whether they lived there, worked there or just spent a lot of time there. The key
to the case could be there."

Two weeks ago, FBI agents visited scientific laboratories and offices at Rutgers University in
New Brunswick, N.J., for an exhaustive look at photocopy machines in use there. The agency
has been looking for tiny marks or imperfections that could match a particular photocopy
machine with one of the anthrax letters sent to U.S. Senate offices and news companies. A
similar investigation has been conducted at other universities, FBI officials said.
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The agency's frustration in finding the culprit was eased only slightly by an announcement of
progress in the effort to decipher the genetic makeup of the anthrax strain used in the attacks.
Officials at the Institute for Genomic Research (TIGR) in Rockville said company scientists have
nearly completed a detailed genetic analysis of the bacteria that infected Bob Stevens, the
Florida photographer who died in the first confirmed case of anthrax.

The analysis, called genetic sequencing, could eventually help investigators determine the
source of the anthrax bacteria through a comparison with other known microbe stocks in
government labs and universities. TIGR President Claire Fraser said the results would likely be
published within a month, adding that the institute's scientists "had briefed the FBI on the
research."” -

The spores used in the attacks all belonged the the Ames strain of anthrax, a highly virulent
strain used by U.S. biowarfare defense labs since the early 1980s. TIGR's analysis already has
identified small genetic differences between the Florida anthrax spores and a common Ames
"reference strain" used by military researchers at Britain's Porton Down biodefense center,
company officials said.

But several scientists familiar with the research said the results, first reported yesterday by the
New York Times, do not, by themselves, narrow the field of possible suspects.

"It is an important clue but it does not solve the problem," said Jill Trewhella, the head of the
Bioscience Division of the Los Alamos National Laboratory, an Energy Department lab that is
assisting in the search for genetic clues to the source of the anthrax spores.

Trewhella said tracking anthrax through its genetics is particularly vexing because the
organism mutates very slowly. "The error rate for sequencing is greater than the mutation rate
for the bacteria," she said.

Law enforcement officials also cautioned that the genetic results are preliminary, and the FBI is
awaiting final results before drawing any conclusions. While the genetic differences found by
the Rockville scientists are intriguing, they do not rule out any laboratories as potential sources
of the anthrax spores used in the fatal mailings, a law enforcement official said.

"The work is not finished, and we don't want to speculate on what the results may be," the
official said. "From an investigative standpoint, we'll wait for the results and see what they tell

us n

The FBI's $ 2.5 million reward, increased from $ 1.25 million, includes $ 2 million from the
federal government and $ 500,000 from Advo Inc., a major direct-mailer whose business has
been damaged by the downturn in postal activity since the anthrax mailings surfaced in early
October.

Authorities say they still don't know who sent microbe-tainted letters to Senate Majority Leader
Thomas A. Daschle (D-S.D.), Sen. Patrick J. Leahy (D-Vt.) and several news outlets, and
concede that they have no firm suspects in the case. FBI profilers have determined that the
culprit is likely a loner with substantial scientific and laboratory skills who has no ties to
organized terrorists, but sought to use the Sept. 11 attacks as cover for the mailings.

Agents yesterday also said they are continuing to investigate possible links between the attacks
and the Pentagon's biological warfare research program, including the U.S. Army Medical
Research Institute for Infectious Diseases at Fort Detrick in Maryland. The lab, known as
USAMRIID, conducted the first known research with the Ames strain in the early 1980s, and it
later shared the strain with other researchers in the United States, Britain and Canada.

Documents from a 1992 Army investigation revealed this week that USAMRIID lost track of

more than two dozens biological specimens the previous year, including samples of anthrax
bacteria and the deadly Ebola virus. USAMRIID officials did not respond to repeated requests for
comment on the incident, but a former lab commander who worked at USAMRIID at the time
said he believes the missing specimens had been sterilized.

The search for the missing microbes was documented in records released by the Army as part
of a lawsuit filed by Ayaad Assaad, a scientist who conducted biodefense research at USAMRIID
from 1988 to 1997. Assaad himself came to the FBI's attention when an anonymous letter to
the agency identified him as a "potential bioterrorist."”

The note was postmarked in late September, just before the news of the first anthrax case
became public. The Egyptian-born Assaad contends that the letter's author knew of the
anthrax attacks and sent the letter to the FBI to divert attention from the true culprit.

A law enforcement official said Assaad was cleared by FBI investigators shortly after the bureau
received the anonymous letter. The FBI believes the letter's timing was a coincidence, and the
incident is probably not connected to the anthrax mailings, the official said.
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The FBI is taking a new tack in its hunt for the anthrax mailer.

It's betting that genetic and other scientific analyses will narrow the number of laboratories that hold anthrax strains
closely related to the one used in the terror attacks. As soon as that happens, the agency plans to bear down on those
labs with the full force of its investigative powers.

"We can get very focused and very aggressive," says a senior law-enforcement official involved in the investiga-
tion,

This official, who spoke on the condition of anonymity, said the FBI likely will deploy lie detectors and subpoena
employee records to compare the handwriting on them with the letters and envelopes that contained the anthrax. "When
we get the science done," said this official, "we're going to bring back the police work."

But the FBI's plan could be thwarted by lax security at the labs that worked with anthrax.

Over the past few weeks, the FBI has cast about widely for tips from the public, leading to speculation that the in-
vestigation was stalled. The bureau and the U.S. Postal Inspection Service sent a flyer asking for tips to every postal
customer in New Jersey, and the FBI e-mailed a similar request to more than 40,000 microbiologists.

But interviews with investigators indicate that the attempt to shake loose tips represents only one track in the inves-
tigation. Although it has been known for months that the strain of anthrax used in the terror attacks is the so-called
Ames strain, scientists believe careful analysis will reveal slight genetic differences between the specific Ames variant
used in the terror attacks and the variants kept by different laboratories around the world. Scientists could then create a
kind of family tree showing which labs hold strains most closely related to the one used in the attacks.

The FBI also has commissioned tests that look at other biological properties of the bacterium and analyze the
chemicals in the powder sent in the mailings. As many as 10 laboratories are conducting these analyses, said a senior
FBI agent.

The FBI has been extremely secretive about the progress of the genetic analysis of the anthrax, when it might be
completed and who is conducting the work. It is known, though, that the Institute for Genomic Research, a nonprofit
laboratory in Rockville, Md., recently sequenced the DNA of the anthrax bacterium recovered from the spinal fluid of
Bob Stevens, the first victim to die in the attacks.

The lab, known as TIGR, compared the DNA of the anthrax found in Stevens to that of an Ames strain held by a
British laboratory, the Centre for Applied Microbiology & Research. The British lab obtained its Ames strain from the
U.S. Army Medical Institute of Infectious Diseases at Fort Detrick, Md. Comparing the Stevens and British samples, the
TIGR scientists located small differences, but they have declined to elaborate.

In addition, Northern Arizona University in Flagstaff, which holds the world's largest collection of anthrax strains,
has been using a different method to compare the DNA of various strains. That method, developed by Dr. Paul Keim, is
very similar to the way police forensic labs examine the DNA of a person suspected of committing a crime. In both
cases, scientists compare only specific sections of DNA known to mutate frequently.

Early on, the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention in Atlanta used Keim's method to determine that all of the
bacteria used in the separate attacks were the Ames strain. However, the CDC looked at only eight sections of anthrax
DNA, so its analysis was too superficial to pick up subtle genetic differences. Keim, who declined requests to be inter-
viewed, has said he can examine about 50 separate stretches of anthrax DNA, making his tests far more sensitive. Re-
searchers from Los Alamos National Laboratory in New Mexico have identified 17 other DNA markers, called "single
nucleotide polymorphisms,” that can help distinguish different samples of anthrax.

But researchers are trying to make their tests more sensitive, and that is taking time. Getting a rough draft of the
genetic sequences can be done quickly, but ensuring that the sequence is reliable takes longer. Then, researchers have to
determine what new regions are useful for distinguishing among different samples.

To make the match, the FBI has obtained or requested anthrax from every lab in the United States that it knows
worked with the Ames strain, according to the senior law-enforcement official. But a senior scientist at one domestic lab,
who did not want to be identified, said the FBI had not asked for samples. Also, a spokeswoman for the Canadian De-
fense Establishment in Suffield, Alberta, said, "We have not been approached officially or unofficially for any anthrax
samples by any entity of the United States government."

Even if genetic testing could narrow down the number of labs likely to be the source of the terror anthrax, much
work would remain to be done. "I don't think anyone is holding their breath that that alone will solve this case," a senior
FBI investigator said.

"It may not lead you to a person, although it will narrow the universe," said another high-ranking law-enforcement
official. "Then from there, we can take some very affirmative steps."
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FBI officials said Saturday that a report that one of the Sept. 11 terrorists may have had a case of
cutaneous anthrax last summer is just one of many dead-end leads that have bedeviled investigators.

A Florida doctor who treated Ahmed Ibrahim A. Al Haznawi for a dark lesion on his leg in June
now believes that wound may have been caused by exposure to anthrax, according to experts at the
Johns Hopkins Center for Civilian Biodefense Strategies. The case was first reported Saturday by the
New York Times.

That information persuaded the bioterrorism experts that there may be a link between the
terrorists--who hijacked four planes Sept. 11, crashing two into the World Trade Center and another
into the Pentagon--and the subsequent mailings of anthrax-laced letters.

After interviewing Dr. Christos Tsonas, who treated Haznawi at Holy Cross Hospital in Fort
Lauderdale, the experts concluded that cutaneous anthrax was "the most probable and coherent
interpretation of the data available,” they wrote in a recent memorandum that has circulated among
federal investigators.

But Saturday, FBI officials said they still believe the 19 hijackers never came into contact with
anthrax, noting that authorities scoured their cars, apartments and personal effects for traces of the
deadly bacteria and found none.

"This was fully investigated and widely vetted among multiple agencies several months ago," FBI
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chief spokesman John E. Collingwood said in a statement in response to the report. "Exhaustive
testing did not support that anthrax was present anywhere the hijackers had been."

"While we always welcome new information, nothing new has in fact developed," said Collingwood, an
FBI assistant director.

Another FBI official, speaking on the condition of anonymity because the anthrax case is ongoing,
confirmed that one of the hijackers had been treated at a South Florida hospital for a "leg lesion" and
that the suspected lead hijacker, Mohamed Atta, had sought treatment for skin irritation on at least
one of his hands.

Those incidents, coupled with the hijackers' reported interest in gaining access to crop dusters, would
appear to give some credence to the theory that the Sept. 11 attacks could be somehow linked to the
anthrax mailings, the FBI official acknowledged.

But the official said FBI agents, a battery of specially trained scientists and other biochemical experts
all had aggressively investigated the issue and found no connections.

"We did look into this some time ago. This was fully investigated," said the FBI official. "It's a theory,
but there's no evidence. It's just not there. We just have no evidence to feed the speculation that any
of those guys came into contact with anthrax."

The FBI hypothesizes that the anthrax mailings are the work of a disgruntled American male loner
with some kind of scientific expertise, access to anthrax and a laboratory, and some kind of grudge
against the government.

One senior Justice Department official, also speaking on the condition of anonymity, said recently
that authorities are so stumped by who may have sent the envelopes that investigators fear they
may be in for a "Unabomber-type investigation,” in which it may take years--and a lucky break--to
determine who was responsible.

FBI agents believe their most promising avenue for solving the mystery may be a scientific
breakthrough that can distinguish between stocks of the virulent Ames strain of anthrax, which was
used to kill five people and sicken at least 13 others last fall.

Tsonas could not be reached for comment Saturday. A spokeswoman for Holy Cross Hospital said it is
cooperating with authorities but, at their request, would not discuss the matter.

Tsonas said Haznawi came to the Holy Cross emergency room with another man, believed to have
been hijacker Ziad Samir Jarrah, according to the New York Times. Haznawi told Tsonas that he
developed the sore after bumping into a suitcase. Tsonas cleaned the lesion and prescribed an
antibiotic. He never considered that the infection was anthrax--a rarely seen disease at that
point--until he reviewed the case in October at investigators' request.

Steven M. Block, a professor of biology and applied physics at Stanford University who has advised
the government on bioterrorism, cautioned against making assumptions based on the report that
Haznawi may have had an anthrax lesion.

"This may or may not be related to the anthrax letters that killed Bob Stevens and four others," he
said, referring to the first anthrax victim, a photo editor at American Media Inc. in Boca Raton, Fla.

"“There are lots of possibilities here," Block said. "One shouldn't jump to conclusions."

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Whoever concocted the wispy white powder used in last fall's anthrax attacks followed a recipe markedly different
from the ones commonly used by scientists in the United States or any other country known to have biological weapons,
law enforcement sources said yesterday.

Extensive lab tests of the anthrax powder have revealed new details about how the powder was made, including
the identity of a chemical used to coat the trillions of microscopic spores to keep them from clumping together. Sources
close to the investigation declined to name the chemical but said its presence was something of a surprise.

The powder's formulation "was not routine," said one law enforcement official, who spoke on the condition of
anonymity. "Somebody had to have special knowledge and experience to do this," the official said.

The finding, one of several emerging from months of intensive laboratory analyses of anthrax spores mailed to
Senate offices in October, appears to further deepen the mystery of who is behind the worst act of biological terrorism
in U.S. history.

The FBI has long suspected the attack was the work of a domestic scientist -- possibly someone formerly associ-
ated with the U.S. biological defense program or one of its contractors. But the discovery of the chemical suggests the
culprit did not merely ape techniques developed by U.S. defense scientists -- or, for that matter, those used in other
countries with known biological weapons programs, such as the former Soviet Union or Iraq.

The Bush administration had previously disclosed that the anthrax powder contained silica -- a chemical known to
have been used in the U.S. germ warfare program in the 1950s and 1960s -- but not bentonite, an additive in some Iraqi
biological weapons.

Some details of the new findings were reported by Newsweek in its April 8 edition.

The FBI has informally briefed top Bush administration officials about the new findings, though law enforcement
officials yesterday insisted they have not significantly changed their hypothetical profile of the person behind the attack.

The agency continues to believe, based on the balance of evidence, that the culprit is a U.S. scientist with highly
specialized training and skills, the sources said.

"If anything, this has narrowed our focus," one law enforcement official said.
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The FBI is pursuing its forensic investigation along several parallel tracks, examining not only the chemical and

physical makeup of the powder but also looking at genetic signatures that may pinpoint the lab where the bacteria
originated.

The anthrax-by-mail attacks in September and October killed five people and sickened at least 13 others in the
first fatal instance of biological terrorism on U.S. soil.
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Still seeking a suspect in the anthrax-by-mail attacks, the Justice Department is preparing to give lie detector tests
to hundreds of federal workers at two facilities where anthrax is kept, a law enforcement official says.

The government will administer the tests to workers at Fort Detrick, Md., and Dugway Proving Ground, Utah. The
tests will begin in June.

Investigators will focus on workers who had expertise in preparing anthrax for use as a weapon and those who may
have had access to it, the official said Monday, speaking on condition of anonymity.

The move underscores the government's growing suspicion that the anthrax attacks were conducted by someone
with legitimate access to the deadly bacteria.

ABC News, which first reported the plans for testing, said some former employees of both facilities may be given
polygraph tests as well.

The law enforcement official said the plan to test employees does not mean the government has a suspect.

The World Bank, meanwhile, told 1,200 of its 8,500 employees in Washington not to report to work for two days
because a preliminary anthrax test of mail came back positive, spokeswoman Caroline Anstey said Monday. The pre-
liminary tests often give false positives and the more definitive tests should be done in two days, Anstey said.

The International Monetary Fund reported Tuesday that it had received a positive reading from a batch of mail at its
facility.

IMF chief spokesman Thomas Dawson said that all IMF mail is initially screened for anthrax at an offsite facility.
However, officials decided to do a second test Monday after being informed of the positive reading at the World Bank.
This second test produced a positive reading for anthrax where no such reading had been found in the first test.

Dawson said the suspect mail has been sent to a lab for a third more extensive set of tests with results expected
back in two days. IMF employees who worked in the mailroom and the loading dock area had been sent home, Dawson
said.

The preliminary anthrax readings at the IMF and World Bank follow a field test positive reading earlier this month
at the Federal Reserve. Fed spokesman David Skidmore said Tuesday that follow-up testing was still being conducted
on the 20 letters involved in that incident.
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The investigation into who sent several anthrax-laced letters last year has produced few leads and investigators ac-
knowledge the trail is growing cold. The government has begun a strategy of focusing on possible sources of anthrax
and casting a wide net, rather than identifying suspects from the few clues gained from the letters.

Army scientists in Utah have been developing a powdered form of anthrax for use in testing biological defense
systems, military officials have said.

The Army said in a recent statement that small quantities of anthrax have routinely been produced at Dugway, and
then shipped to the Army's biodefense center at Fort Detrick.

Fort Detrick, which also is home to the U.S. Army Medical Research Institute of Infectious Diseases, has anthrax
samples from other sources as well.

Investigators began interviewing employees at Fort Detrick after anthrax-laced letters were sent to members of
Congress in Washington and to television network offices in New York last year. Along the way, anthrax spores leaking
from the letters contaminated post office buildings in Washington and New Jersey.

Two Washington postal workers died of inhaled anthrax, as did two women thought to have been infected from the
mail. At least 13 people developed either skin or respiratory anthrax, but recovered.

The strain of anthrax found in letters mailed to Sens. Tom Daschle and Patrick Leahy is called Ames. Scientists at
Detrick obtained a sample of the Ames strain from the Agriculture Department in the early 1980s for vaccine testing,
and in turn gave samples to at least five other labs.

Since the attacks, security at Fort Detrick has come under fire.

One former researcher at the infectious-disease center there said recently that nothing would have prevented work-
ers from removing deadly germs from the labs.

Fort Detrick spokesman Charles Dasey declined to comment on the allegations of lax security.
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Why didn't the Bush administration connect the dots and take aggressive measures before 9/11?

For the same reason we're not doing so today: distractions and a lack of urgency. Forget about the blame game --
for it's just that kind of distraction. It's more important to look ahead and try to block the next attack. Where are the dots

today?

One dot is Osama bin Laden's fervent efforts to obtain bio-weapons, reflected in the lab he was building near Kan-
dahar, Afghanistan, to produce anthrax.

Another dot is Iraq. Hazem Ali, a senior Iragi virologist involved in his country's bio-weapons program, has admit-
ted working with camelpox virus. It's a puzzling choice for a bio-weapon because it's a mild disease -- except, as Jona-
than Tucker notes in his book "Scourge," Iraq may be genetically engineering camelpox into something closer to small-
pox. A scientist who once worked in the Soviet bio-weapons program told me of a visit by Iraqi scientists inquiring
about genetic engineering of germs.

A third dot is our vulnerability. The Brentwood mail-sorting facility in Washington is still closed because of con-
tamination, as is the Hamilton Township processing center in New Jersey. Just 100 anthrax letters, if mailed around the

nation, could close down the U.S. postal system.

A fourth is our failure to capture the anthrax killer, suggesting to Iraq and other potential perpetrators that they
might get away with an attack.

So connect these dots and what do they suggest? A biological threat that requires much more vigorous and urgent
countermeasures.

Richard Danzig, a bioterror expert and former secretary of the Navy, noted that the anthrax attacks in the fall could
be thought of as 5/11: 5 people died, and 11 were infected with inhalation anthrax. Today people worry more about 9/11
scenarios than about 5/11 attacks -- even though a bioterror attack could be incomparably more devastating.

"The more significant national security issue is 5/11," Mr. Danzig said. "The risk of recurrence is high, and could
involve anything from a few casualties to tens of thousands. Accordingly, I think this is urgent.”

The government once conducted an experiment using a Navy ship two miles off San Francisco to release harmless
spores that had the same size and weight as anthrax. Experts tracked the spores and concluded that had this been an-
thrax, several hundred thousand people might have died -- although no one would have been aware of the attack until
the victims developed fevers four days later.

One of the first steps we can take to reduce our vulnerability is to light a fire under the F.B.I in its investigation of
the anthrax case. Experts in the bioterror field are already buzzing about a handful of individuals who had the ability,
access and motive to send the anthrax.
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These experts point, for example, to one middle-aged American who has worked for the United States military bio-
defense program and had access to the labs at Fort Detrick, Md. His anthrax vaccinations are up to date, he unques-
tionably had the ability to make first-rate anthrax, and he was upset at the United States government in the period pre-
ceding the anthrax attack.

I say all this to prod the authorities, for although the F.B.I. has known about this handful of people since October, it
has been painstakingly slow in its investigation. Let's hope it will pick up the pace, for solving the case would reduce
our vulnerability to another attack.

At a policy level, how are we doing at reducing our vulnerability?

"I don't think anything significant has been done to reduce our vulnerability just yet, aside from creating greater
awareness," said Barbara Hatch Rosenberg, a microbiologist who studies bioterrorism for the Federation of American
Scientists.

So what should be done? Experts offer suggestions like these:
Smallpox vaccination should begin on a voluntary basis.

Air filtration should be upgraded in landmark buildings. Humidity should be kept above 20 percent so that particles
will clump together and aerosol attacks are less effective.

Germ detectors developed by the military should be installed in Grand Central Terminal and elsewhere in New
York City. These detectors don't work well, but they are being used at key locations in Washington -- though not in
New York. The message seems to be: "Pentagon to City: Drop Dead."

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When someone expert in bio-warfare mailed anthrax last fall, it may not have been the first time he had struck.

So while the F.B.1. has been unbelievably lethargic in its investigation so far, any year now it will re-examine
the package that arrived on April 24, 1997, at the B'nai B'rith headquarters in Washington. The package contained a
petri dish mislabeled "anthracks.”

The dish did not contain anthrax. But a Navy lab determined that it was bacillus cereus, a very close, non-toxic
cousin of anthrax used by the Defense Department.

Anybody able to obtain bacillus cereus knew how to spell "anthrax.” An echo of that deliberate misspelling came
last fall when the anthrax letters suggested taking "penacilin.”

The choice of B'nai B'rith probably was meant to suggest Arab terrorists, because the building had once been the
target of an assault by Muslim gunmen. In the same way, F.B.I. profilers are convinced that the real anthrax attacks last
year were conducted by an American scientist trying to pin the blame on Arabs.

In a column on July 2 | wrote about "Mr. Z," an American bio-defense insider who intrigues investigators and
whose career has been spent in the shadowy world of counterterror and intelligence. He denies any involvement in the
anthrax attacks.

On the date that the perpetrator chose for the B'nai B'rith attack, a terrorism seminar was under way in the
Washington area and Mr. Z seemed peeved that neither he nor any other bio-defense expert had been included as a
speaker. The next day, Mr. Z sent a letter to the organizer saying that he was "rather concerned" at the omission and
added: "As was evidenced in downtown Washington D.C. a few hours later, this topic is vital to the security of the
United States. 1 am tremendously interested in becoming more involved in this area. . . S

Over the next couple of years, Mr. Z used the B'nai B'rith attack to underscore the importance of his field and his
own status within it. "Remember B'nai B'rith," he noted at one point. In examples he gave of how anthrax attacks might
happen, he had a penchant for dropping Arab names.

The F.B.1. must be on top of the B'nai B'rith episode, right? Well, it was told about it months ago. But B'nai B'rith
says it hasn't been asked about the incident by the F.B.L.

The authorities seem equally oblivious to another round of intriguing anthrax hoaxes in February 1999. As with last
fall's anthrax letters, a handful of envelopes with almost identical messages were sent to a combination of media and
government targets including The Washington Post, NBC's Atlanta office, a post office in Columbus, Ga. (next to Fort
Benning, an Army base), and the Old Executive Office Building in Washington (where Mr. Z had given a briefing three
months earlier).
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I found a local policeman in Columbus willing to dig out his file on that 1999 anthrax hoax. There are several simi-
larities with last fall's mailing. For example, one page of the 1999 letter says, in big, bold capitals: "WARNING: THIS
BUILDING AND EVERYTHING IN IT HAS BEEN EXPOSED TO ANTHRAX. CALL 911 NOW AND SECURE
THE BUILDING. OTHERWISE THF GFRM WIT1. SPREAD "

Last fall's letters are also in bold capitals and use similar language patterns.

In contrast to the 1997 package with fake anthrax gelatin, the 1999 letters each contained a teaspoon of fake anthrax
powder (roughly the same amount as of real anthrax in 2001). That's interesting because as of 1997, U.S. bio-defense
scientists were working basically only with wet anthrax, while by 1999 some had experimented with making powders.

For example, Mr. Z apparently leamed about powders during those two years. His 1999 resume adds something
missing from the 1997 version: "working knowledge of wet and dry BW biological warfare agents, large-scale produc-
tion of bacterial, rickettsial and viral BW pathogens and toxins."

Two outside consultants used by the F.B 1. to examine documents in the anthrax case, Don Foster and Mark Smith,
both say they have not been shown the 1997 or 1999 hoax letters. The 1999 envelopes carried stamps, which may have
been licked.

It would be fascinating to know whose DNA that is. Perhaps when the F.B.L is finished defending itself from
charges of lethargy, it will check.

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It's time for me to come clean on "Mr. Z."

Since May, I've written periodically about a former U.S. Army scientist who, authorities say privately, has be-
come the overwhelming focus of the investigation into the anthrax attacks last fall. I didn't name him.

But over the weekend, Mr. Z named himself: He is Steven J. Hatfill, 48, a prominent germ warfare specialist who
formerly worked in the Army labs at Fort Detrick, Md. Dr. Hatfill made a televised statement on Sunday, describing
himself as "a loyal American" and attacking the authorities and the media for trying "to smear me and gratuitously make
a wasteland of my life."

The first thing to say is that the presumption of innocence has already been maimed since 9/11 for foreign Muslims,
and it should not be similarly cheapened with respect to Dr. Hatfill. It must be a genuine assumption that he is an inno-
cent man caught in a nightmare. There is not a shred of traditional physical evidence linking him to the attacks.

Still, Dr. Hatfill is wrong to suggest that the F.B.I. has casually designated him the anthrax "fall guy." The authori-
ties' interest in Dr. Hatfill arises from a range of factors, including his expertise in dry biological warfare agents, his
access to Fort Detrick labs where anthrax spores were kept (although he did not work with anthrax there) and the ani-
mus to some federal agencies that shows up in his private writings. He has also failed three successive polygraph ex-
aminations since January, and canceled plans for another polygraph exam two weeks ago.

So far, the only physical evidence is obscure: smell. Specially trained bloodhounds were given scent packets pre-
served from the anthrax letters and were introduced to a variety of people and locations. This month, they responded
strongly to Dr. Hatfill, to his apartment, to his girlfriend's apartment and even to his former girlfriend's apartment, as
well as to restaurants that he had recently entered (he is under constant surveillance). The dogs did not respond to other
people, apartments or restaurants.

Putting aside the question of Dr. Hatfill and the anthrax, there are two larger issues.

First is the F.B.L's initial slowness in carrying out the anthrax investigation. Why did it take nine months to call in
the bloodhounds, or to read Dr. Hatfill's unpublished novel, "Emergence," which has been sitting in the copyright office
since 1998 and draws on his experiences in South Africa and Antarctica to recount a biological warfare attack on Con-
gress?

Second is the need for much greater care within the U.S. biodefense program. Dr. Hatfill's resume made claims (a
Ph.D. degree, work with the U.S. Special Forces, membership in Britain's Royal Society of Medicine) that appear false,
but these were never checked.

Moreover, what was a man like Dr. Hatfill who had served in the armed forces of two white racist governments
(Rhodesia and South Africa) doing in a U.S. Army lab working with Ebola? With a new wave of funding for smallpox
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and anthrax research, we must be doubly careful that the spread of pathogens to new labs solves problems rather than
creates them.

The White House is putting strong pressure on the F.B.I. to solve the anthrax murders. Top administration officials
would love to find an Iraqi connection, but would settle for solving the case. The F.B.1. director, Robert Mueller, is
pushing back, saying that nothing would be worse for the bureau than a premature prosecution that would fizzle in
court.

To its credit, in the last few months, the bureau has finally picked up its pace. Its experts in Quantico are belatedly
examining anthrax hoax letters sent in 1997 and 1999 that bear fascinating resemblance to the real anthrax letters. Inves-
tigators are looking at another hoax letter with intriguing parallels to the real one; that hoax was sent to Senator Tom
Daschle from London in mid-November, when Dr. Hatfill was visiting a biodefense center in England.

Partly because of the newfound energy, the F.B.I. has lately been enjoying genuine progress in its anthrax investi-
gation. People very close to Dr. Hatfill are now cooperating with the authorities, information has been presented to a
grand jury, and there is reason to hope that the bureau may soon be able to end this unseemly limbo by either exculpat-
ing Dr. Hatfill or arresting him.

A biodefense researcher whose home was searched by FBI agents commissioned a 1999 study depicting 2 hypothetical
anthrax attack by mail, a spokesman for his former company said Thursday.

The study was commissioned by Dr. Steven I. Hatfill while he was working for defense contractor Science Applications
International Corp., said Ben Haddad, spokesman for the San Diego-based company.

The study was written by bioterrorism expert William C. Patrick III and describes placing 2.5 grams of Bacillus
globigii, a simulated form of anthrax, in a standard business envelope, The (Baltimore) Sun reported.

The newspaper seid portions of the study were read to it by a person who has a copy.

A government official close to the investigation said Hatfill is only one of man researchers who have allowed
investigators to search their home to help clear them from all suspicion. Some other homes have already been searched.

(The official, speaking on the condition of anonymity, said Hatfill's background and interest in bioterrorism does not)
(set him apart from others who are being interviewed in the case.)

Hatfill, 48, is listed as a 1983 graduate on the Web site for the University of Zimbabwe Medical School, and he
provided to the school his e-mail address from SAIC. Investigators also have confirmed that Hatfill is a graduate of the

school.

The university is near the Greendale neighborhood of the capital Harare. "Greendale School” in Franklin Park, N.J.,
was printed in large block letters as the false return address on the anthrax-Jaden envelopes sent to Sens. Tom Daschle
and Patrick Leahy.

One U.S. investigator cautioned, however, that the FBI has been unable to place Hatfill near Trenton, NJ.jduring the
Time the anthrax letters were mailed.)Officials are convinced those letters were mailed from the Trenton area.

(In Florida, meanwhile, FBI agents on Wednesday also searched a storage facility used by Hatfill.)

Haddad said Hatfill and another scientist, Joseph Soukup, commissioned the report in February 1999 in their official
capacity as employees of the contractor's biomedical sciences group. He said he didn't know how SAIC used the anthrax

report.
"These people asked him to put his thoughts down regarding this subject, so that's why he’s listed their names on the
report,” Haddad said.
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Haddad wouldn't release the report, saying it was prepared for SAIC, not the federal government. He said SAIC
employees tap all kinds of scientists for reports, not just studies of anthrax.

Hatfill's telephone at the Detrick Plaza Apartments near Fort Detrick has been disconnected and nobody answered a
knock on the door Wednesday by an Associated Press reporter.

Hatfill has denied involvement in the anthrax mailings, complaining to The Sun in a March telephone message thathe
had been fired from the defense contractor and blaming news media inquiries.

“I've been in this field for a number of years, working until 3 o'clock in the moming, trying to counter this type of
weapon of mass destruction, and, sir, my career is over at this time," Hatfill said.

Hatfill worked in the virology division of the U.S. Army Medical Institute of Infectious Disease at Fort Detrick, said
Chuck Dasey, a spokesman for the western Maryland base. He worked for two years at the institute on a fellowship from
the National Research Council, Dasey said.

He stopped working at Fort Detrick in September 1999 and was employed by SAIC until March 4.

The Sun said Hatfill was dismissed after his Defense Department security clearance was suspended on Aug. 23.
Haddad said he couldn't comment on the report.

(A U.S. law enforcement official, speaking on condition of anonymity, told the AP that Hatfill's sccurity clearance)
(expired and never was renewed. Such clearances must be renewed every five years.)

The official described Hatfill as one of perhaps 200 people the FBI is interested in investigating further.

newspaper reported.

Five people died in the anthrax attacks that began in late September. One of the dead was Robert Stevens, a photo
editor for a tabloid newspaper headquartered in Boca Raton, 230 miles southeast of Ocala.

Science Applications International Corp., the McLean, Va., defense contractor where he then worked.)

FBI's nine-month quest for the anthrax mailer: The perpetrator could be a respected
(field, where he acquired the skills he then used to kill.)

The study discussing the mail attack, for instance, was written as a scientific exercise to draw on Patrick's expertise
and help improve defenses against bioterrorism. But the FBI must consider the possibility that such a document could
have planted the seed for a terrorist plot.

The traits of a top-notch specialist in biodefense are the same as those of the likely perpetrator of the mail attacks:
knowledge of anthrax and how it can be turned into a potent weapon; access to a lab where anthrax is stored; vaccination
against anthrax; even very strong views about the threat of bioterrorism.

Hatfill, 48, is a colorful character with all those traits and more. He has said in interviews that his background naturally

drew the FBI's attention. Attempts to reach him yesterday were unsuccessful, and the manager of his apartment complex
told reporters he was traveling overseas. Hatfill has adamantly denied having anything to do with the anthrax mailings.

A physician and Ph.D. who completed Army Special Forces training, Hatfill is a pilot and has special training in
aviation and submarine medicine. He spent 14 months as a doctor and researcher in Antarctica. More recently, he told
his college alumni magazine that he has trained with the United Nations to become a bioweapons inspector in Iraq if the

regime agrees.

American scientist in the biodefense
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Hatfill, raised in Mattoon, I1L, attended medical school in Zimbabwe, then Rhodesia, and has described witnessing
in 1979-1980 the largest outbreak of human anthrax - an estimated 10,000 cases, most of them cutaneous. Experts still
debate whether the Zimbabwe outbreak occurred naturally or was a tactic in the civil war then raging between the white
government and black guerrillas.

In recent years, while working at the U.S. Army Medical Research Institute of Infectious Diseases at Fort Detrick as
well as at the National Institutes of Health, Hatfill has spoken frequently on the bioterrorist threat, stressing how easy
it would be for a terrorist to brew a deadly bioagent in his kitchen. While at SAIC, where he worked from 1999 until
March, he helped create a mock bioterror laboratory for use in a training exercise in Guam for soldiers of the U.S. Special
Operations Command.

Hatfill is a friend and protege of Patrick, 75, a bioweapons legend who has himself experienced the dual status of
expert and possible suspect.

Recently, Patrick underwent a three-hour FBI polygraph examination. When he passed, the FBI invited him to join
the inner circle of technical advisers to the investigation, Patrick said.

Another anthrax expert, Martin Hugh-Jones of Louisiana State University, said he, too, has been questioned repeatedly
by the FBI, both as a scientist and as a possible perpetrator.

"Sometimes it's one and sometimes it's the other," he said. He doesn't like being grilled, but he accepts it. "1 think they
would have been derelict if they hadn't questioned me."

In the case of Hatfill, it is unclear why FBI agents waited at least six months after they first questioned him to conduct
a thorough search of his home. One possibility: a briefing last week for Senate staffers by biologist Barbara Hatch
Rosenberg.

Rosenberg, who heads a biological weapons working group at the Federation of American Scientists, has repeatedly
criticized the bureau for failing to aggressively pursue a "likely suspect” whom she has not named but who closely

resembles Hatﬁll.chr Senate briefing was attended by Van Harp, who heads the anthrax investigation as assistant FBI)
director in charge of the Washington field office, and three other FBI agents.)
(FBI officials, speaking on background, say that Hatfill is only one of many scientists who have come under scrutin%)
(that he agreed to the search and that they found nothing incriminating, though tests for anthrax spores are not complete.
Yet neighbors and television viewers will not soon forget the daylong spectacle of FBI agents, some in protective gear,
carrying equipment in and out of Hatfill's apartment just outside the gates to Fort Detrick.

In March, in a telephone message to The Sun, Hatfill complained that his very dedication to the cause of biological
defense had brought him under suspicion. He said he had just been fired from his job at SAIC, the defense contractor, and

blamed news media inquiries.

"I've been in this field for a number of years, working until 3 o'clock in the moming, trying to counter this type of
weapon of mass destruction, and, sir, my career is over at this time," Hatfill said. "There was a lot of hysteria. A lot of us
got polygraphed over this incident as part of the screening process."

However, SAIC officials said Hatfill was dismissed because his security clearance had been suspended by the Defense
Department on Aug. 23, 2001, and had not been restored more than six months later. Company officials said they were
not told the reason for the suspension. Press inquiries about Hatfill had nothing do to with his firing, they said.

A few other details of the FBI's scrutiny of Hatfill emerged yesterday. Investigators have leamned that while in
Rhodesia, Hatfill lived a few miles from a Greendale School, according to a report on ABC News, confirmed yesterday
by a Rhodesian medical school classmate. The return address on some of the anthrax letters was "Greendale School” with
a fictitious address in New Jersey.

The Associated Press reported that agents have searched a public storage facility Hatfill rented in Ocala, Fla. Hatfill's
parents, Norman and Shirley Hatfill, own a thoroughbred farm in Ocala called Mekamy Oaks that he has occasionally
listed as his address.

The current FBI and media scrutiny of Hatfill is only a more intense version of the attention that has bedeviled the
Army's premier biological defense centers at Fort Detrick and Dugway Proving Ground in Utah. Scientists who have
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devoted their careers to protecting the country from a bioterrorist enemy have been angered and frustrated to suddenly be
seen as possible enemies themselves.

"Everybody's under suspicion," said Gigi Kwik, a fellow at the John Hopkins Center for Civilian Biodefense Strategies
who did post-doctoral research at Fort Detrick last year and has kept in touch with colleagues there. "It's a terrible
atmosphere."”

Work habits that ordinarily win bosses' praise have become suspect, as FBI agents check lab access records and ask
which scientists worked late at night. "I routinely was there until midnight,” Kwik says. "That was expected of me as a
post-doc.”

David R. Franz, commander of USAMRIID at Fort Detrick from 1995 to 1998, said he fears the suspicion that has
focused on the biodefense research center may do it serious harm.

He noted that USAMRIID scientists worked long hours to test suspected anthrax powder last fall and have provided
extensive technical assistance to the FBL Yet dozens of the same workers are now being given polygraph tests, and the
institute is repeatedly named in the news media as a possible source of the mailed anthrax.

*To see them dragged through the mud is what hurts me," Franz said.

Nonetheless, he says, it is critical that the FBI solve the case.

"It's so important for this nation that we find this person or persons and show that you don't do this to us," he said. "If
we don't catch them, we'll be inviting others to try it again.”

Former Army microbiologist Steven J. Hatfill is either a pawn in an FBI attempt to recharge its stalled anthrax
investigation, or a potential suspect who holds critical clues to solving the case that has bedeviled the agency for the past
nine months.

Those two interpretations of the FBI's high-profile search of Hatfill's residence circulated through the scientific and
law enforcement communities Wednesday — one day after agents removed garbage bags full of evidence from a Frederick,
Md., apartment complex, and, as TV news crews circled overhead, loaded them into a large rental truck .

"Their intent was clearly to put his name in the public eye. The only question is why," said a microbiologist who has
been interviewed by the FBL

"It was cither strictly for show — a bone tossed to Congress and the media — or they want to put pressure on him by
starting a public investigation to stimulate the stalled non-public investigation,” said the microbiologist, who would speak
only on condition of anonymity.

Wednesday, a dozen FBI agents searched a refrigerated mini-storage facility in downtown Ocalz, Fla. The local NBC
News affiliate reported that agents removed boxes fromla)lockerjrented by Hatfill. The scientist's parents owned a horse

farm in Ocala until three years ago.

After its public show of investigative a siveness in M
examined, bureau officials insisted the search of Hatfill's apartment hadn't produced anythi

(The FBI also pointed out that Hatfill had agreed to the search and is not considered a suspect.)

("T do not know what all of the results of the search were, butll)canjtell you there were no hazardous materials found  in)
(the apartment,” said a law enforcement source.)

("I don't know how much in advance he knew about the search, but he has been cooperating with us fully all along,")

(the source said.)

Neither Hatfill nor his Virginia attorney, Thomas C. Carter, could be reached for comment Wednesday.
Hatfill has told several media outlets that he has a letter from the FBI stating "he never has been and is not now" a
suspect in the anthrax case. The FBI has declined to comment on whether such a letter exists.

If the FBI hoped criticism of its "Amerithrax" investigation would be muted by the Hatfill search, at least one senator
who received an anthrax-laced letter last fall continued Wednesday to express displeasure with the pace and intensity of
the probe.

*] have asked for another briefing by the FBI on the anthrax investigation,” Senate Majority Leader Tom Daschle, D-
S.D., said. "I don't know if one has actually been set yet. 1 hope it has, because I have a lot of questions.”

Hatfill bas bounced on and off the FBI's ever-changing list of potential sus . j
house was searched is not that unusual. FBI officials said they have conducted many searches during the investigation.
But all of them, including an earlier search of Hatfill's house and car, were done quietly with no media attention.

For example, in December two agents visited the home of Joseph Farchaus, another former scientist at the U.S.
Army Medical Research Institute for Infectious Diseases at Fort Detrick. The scientist now lives about 15 minutes outside
. Trenton, N.J., where several anthrax-contaminated letters were mailed. It is the heart of the FBI's target area. The last
paper Farchaus published before leaving the infectious diseases institute concerned putting anthrax in acrosol form.

The agents asked questions, searched the man's home and later gave him a polygraph test, which he passed. His New
York attorney, Donald Buchwald, said Wednesday the FBI has not contacted him since.

But the scrutiny of Hatfill appears to be intensifying. His background has several intriguing aspects — including
medical school training in Africa and his connection to biological weapons training programs run by the CIA.

Hatfill graduated in 1984 from the Godfrey Huggins Medical School in Zimbabwe, which was known as Rhodesia
until 1980.

Not far from the medical school in the nation's capital, Harare, is the upper-middle-class suburb of Greendale. The

anthrax-laced letters to Daschle and Leahy each contained the same fictitious retum address: 4th Grade, Greendale
School, Franklin Park, N.J. There is no Greendale School in New Jersey. But there is a grade school by that name in the
Harare suburb. .

In the late 1970s, when Hatfill was in Rhodesia, an anthrax outbreak killed hundreds and sickened thousands of
villagers. In 1993, an African news agency reported that a former officer from the white minority army's special forces
claimed that the anthrax outbreak that killed 182 and sickened more than 10,000 people between 1978 and 1980 was
launched by the army.

All of the fatalities, and all but a handful of those sickened, were black. Other members of the white government's
army have denied that the outbreak was a deliberate attack, claiming it was part of a natural pattern of anthrax in the
region.

On his college biography and his resume, Hatfill says he worked with the Rhodesian army and a gréup called the
Selous Scouts during the time frame of the anthrax outbreak. The Selous Scouts were an elite unit of the white Rhodesian
government's army that specialized in tracking and killing enemy units in the back country.

One former classmate, Mark Hanly, who is now a pathologist in Georgia, said he always doubted Hatfill's military
claims.

Another classmate remembers Hatfill as a military enthusiast.

“He carried a lot of weapons around all the time, RPGs [rocket propelled grenades] and stuff like that. On the
weekends he would go with the army and they would do special forces kind of stuff,” said David Andrewes, a classmate
who now lives in Massachusetts.

Like dozens of other current and former employees of labs known to have handled the strain of anthrax used in the
mail attacks, Hatfill fits many aspects of a profile of the killer released by the FBI last November. That profile stated the
FBI believed the culprit was a lone, disgruntled, former military scientist.

Hatfill has been immunized against anthrax and had access to the bacteria while he worked as a rescarch fellow at the
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Fort Dctn'ck.lah in the late 1990s. He is also very comfortable working with extremely hazardous material. Hatfill studied
the deadly Ebola virus in the Army's highest level "hot suite” during his stint at the Maryland 1ab.

Hatfill later became a member of UNSCOM, the United Nations-sponsored group that went into Iraq after the gulf
war to look for that country's biological weapons stockpiles.

Another member of UNSCOM was David Franz, who later became the colonel in charge of the Fort Detrick infectious
disease center. Hatfill worked at the center from 1997 to 1999 in the virology department. He has never claimed to have
worked with anthrax, but in 1999 he was involved with a CLA-run course on chemical and biological weapons.,

Hatfill is a protege of William Patrick, a former bioweapons expert at the Fort Detrick center when it ran an offensive
biological weapons program in the late 1960s. Patrick has acknowledged helping scientists at Dugway Proving Ground in
Utah make dry or "weaponized” anthrax a few years ago.

On his resume, Hatfill states he has "a working knowledge of the former U.S. and foreign BW [biological weapons]
programs, wet and dry BW agents and large-scale production of bacterial, rickettsial, and viral BW pathogens and toxins."

The FBI's sudden focus on Hatfill comes shortly after its investigation appeared to be at a standstill. The agency
recently announced that it wanted to interview and polygraph more than 200 current and former employees of the Fort
Detrick center and Dugway, a process that will take several months.

In the meantime, congressional leaders have promised to hold a hearing on the anthrax investigation to try to get their
questions answered.

Hatfill, 48, who in March lost the security clearance he needed for his job at a prominent military contractor, has
been working at Louisiana State University's National Center for Biomedical Research and Training. LSU received an
$11.5 million grant in January from the Department of Justice, which also oversees the FBI, to train medical and law
enforcement personnel responding to attacks such as last fall's anthrax-laced letters.

LSU officials confirmed Hatfill's employment.

"When he works here it's as an adjunct instructor and he develops and teaches his own class,” said Gene C. Sands,
LSU's executive director of university relations.

"I can't tell you right now whether he is being paid by the university," Sands said.

Hatfill is listed in the LSU phone directory as a lecturer and with the same address as Dean Daniel C. Walsh Jr. The
dean, who runs the biomedical research center, could not be reached for comment Thursday night.

Hatfill's position, working indirectly for the federal department investigating him, is one in a series of uneasy
interrelations between law enforcement and the close-knit community of biological weapons experts who make up the

FBI's pool of potential suspects.
Althooah the FBI insists Hatfill is nof asuspectin the anthrax letter case, agents searched Hatfill's Maryland apartment,
Tuesday and his rented storage locker in Florida Wednesday, carting away evidence from both locations.)Hatfill also has
said he is not a suspect in the FBI investigation.

A source said Thursday that Hatfill was hired by LSU based on recommendations from David Franz and David
Huxsoll, both former commanders of the U.S. Army's Medical Research Institute of Infectious Diseases at Fort Detrick,
Md., where Hatfill worked for two years.

Franz and Huxsoll could not be reached for comment.

Huxsoll is now director of Plum Island, a U.S. Department of Agriculture research facility off the coast of Connecticut,
accessible only by ferry. The secluded island is used to study exotic animal ilinesses including foot-and-mouth disease.
No animals leave the island alive.

Despite being popularly known as "Anthrax Island," after last fall's anthrax attacks, officials publicly deny that they
have ever studied the deadly pathogen on Plum Island.

But at least one former infectious-disease center scientist interviewed recently by the FBI said agents asked a series
of questions about the island: Have you ever been there? Do you know anybody who works there? What do they do?

On Thursday, an FBI spokesman would not acknowledge whether such questions were being asked, or why the FBI
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would care.

Franz and Huxsoll are part of a cadre of highly placed friends within the biological weapons field who have helped
Hatfill over the years. Another of Hatfill's close friends is William Patrick, another former employee of the infectious-
disease center. Patrick is known for developing the U.S. method for producing enthrax in aerosol form.

In 1999, while he was working for defense contractor Science Applications International Corp., Hatfill hired Patrick
to do a study on a hypothetical anthrax attack by mail. The study depicted the impact of placing 2.5 grams of Bacillus
globigii — a nonlethal, simulated form of anthrax —in a standard business envelope, a source at the SACI Corp. said.

The amount is similar to what was placed in the six anthrax-laden letters mailed to government officials and members
of the media last fall. Five people died in the anthrax attacks, and 13 others were sickened.

The two most potent letters were mailed to Senate Majority Leader Tom Daschle, D-S.D., and Sen. Patrick Leahy, D-
Vt. FBI Director Robert Mueller met with Daschle and his staff Thursday to update them on the investigation. Daschle
declined to comment on the meeting.

Earlier this year, the FBI ordered dozens of university labs to send samples of their anthrax to the Maryland infectious-
disease center to be collected for comparison with the powder preserved from the letter to Leahy, also kept at the Army
lab.

Then last month, federal agents announced a sweeping series of lie detector tests for current and former employees of
the infectious-disease center, where the evidence is being collected. FBI agents working the investigation have visited a
number of current and former scientists in their homes. But none of those visits has resulted in the same level of public
scrutiny Hatfill has come under this week.

Hatfill's extensive background in biological warfare research includes two years working at the infectious-disease
center, where he studied the deadly Ebola virus. He has also been vaccinated against anthrax.

Unlike others on the FBI's list, Hatfill's name has circulated for months among microbiologists prodding federal
agents to take a close look at his unusual background.

Hatfill graduated in 1984 from the Godfrey Huggins Medical School in Zimbabwe.

Not far from the medical school is a town called Greendale. The anthrax-laced letters to Daschle and Leahy each
contained the same fictitious return address: 4th Grade, Greendale School, Franklin Park, N.J. There is no Greendale
School in New Jersey. But there is a grade school by that name in Greendale, a suburb of Harare, Zimbabwe's capital.

In the past few years, Hatfill has publicly discussed the process of turning toxic biological agents into easily inhaled
powders — the form of the anthrax placed in the letters sent in the mail attacks last fall.

Hatfill also has said that the United States is woefully unprepared for a biological attack.
The search of his apartment in Frederick, Md., just across the street from Fort Detrick, came exactly a week after
microbiologists met with staff from Daschle's and Leahy'’s offices. Two FBI agents also were present at the meeting.
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The investigation into who mailed last year's anthrax-containing envelopes is focusing on Steven Hatfill, though he has
not been named a suspect. Then, two Americans are brought home in caskets following yesterday's suicide bombing
in Jerusalem. Finally, two Califomia teens are expected to return to their homes tonight following their abduction and

We can't prove this, but we suspect the most uncomfortable person in the country today is a named Steven Hatfill.
Dr. Hatfill's name was leaked today as{a)potentialjsuspect in the anthrax murders of late last year.

He has not been charged. He is not formally even considered the suspect, and it may turn out that this guy has nothing
to do with the anthrax murders at all.

Still, it must be a pretty miserable night in the Hatfill home. His place was searched by the FBI today. Parts of his
story have been on TV for much of the day. If it turns out he is not the killer, he may well utter those words first said by
former labor secretary Ray Donovan: "Where do I go to get my reputation back?"

Having said all that, we're going to look pretty closely at Dr. Hatfill tonight. NEWSNIGHT producer David Fitzpatrick
has been working on this for several weeks, and we will report what we know in a little bit.

But we want to be clear on this now, and will likely make the same point again in a little bit: telling you what we
know, why the government is interested in this man, is not meant to be, and should not be taken as meaning, this guy is
the guy. We don't know that. And if the government thinks it, it is not saying.

But we do know the government's interest, and we think it's important to look at some of the reasons why we believe
the government is looking so closely at Steven Hatfill.

So now the anthrax investigation begins "The Whip." I'm not sure when we last said that around here.
